Our goal is for kids to play soccer ïso we 
mandate that every player on every team 
must play at least half of every game.

Itôs no fun to spend the game on the 
benchéand thatôs no way to learn soccer!

Everyone Plays®

1) In our region: 75%
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Everyone Plays® 

Å In our region: Play each player at least three quarters of every 
game, whenever possible. (No player plays 4 quarters if thereôs 
players that didnôt play 3 quarters yet.) Exception: playoffs.

Å The "Everyone Plays" rule applies to all players, regardless of skill 
level or age, and regardless of the number of practices they attend.

How Coaches Help
ÅKeep track of whoôs playing when AND where

ÅGive all players a chance to play all positions at some point 
during the season
ïThey MAY play the same position throughout the entire game. 

ÅThe same players should not always sit out the first quarter of 
each game, so that they do not think of themselves as 
permanent substitutes.
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Everyone Plays® 

Substitution

ÅU05-U14: Approximately midway through each half.

ÅAt half-time.

ÅFor injury.

Substitution for injury:

ÅIf player is injured, the coach may provide a substitute. 
Injured player may not return until beginning of next 
ñquarterò. Quarter is credited only to injured player.

ÅCoach may choose not to substitute and to ñplay shortò 
until injured player is ready to return to play the 
remainder of the ñquarterò. (Wait for signal of referee.)

NO substitutions on the fly!
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Balanced Teams

Each year we form new teams as evenly as 
possible ïbecause it is fair and more fun
when teams of equal ability play.

How Coaches Help
Å If one team is short players for a game
ïThe other team will loan them a substitute to make the numbers 

equal
ÅTell all players to bring both jerseys to each game

Å If one team is dominating another
ïBOTH coaches should consider rebalancing the teams at half 

time: swap players as needed

ÅAt the end of the Fall season all coaches will be asked to rate 
their players. 
ïThis will help us do a better job of balancing next year

ÅNO switching of players! Teams are balanced. In exceptional
cases: both coaches agree PLUS okay from Regional 
Commissioner!

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AYSO Policies

ÅCasts, Splints, é

ïNot allowed.

ïPlayers with casts or splints may NOT play in 

games even if the cast is padded and the 

player has been cleared by a Doctor.

ÅEarrings, Piercings, é

ïNot allowed.

ïEarrings, piercings, jewelry, etc., must be 

removed before the player can take the field.
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Substitution Policy

ÅTo ensure that every player gets to play at least 75% of 

every game AYSO allows a ñsubstitution breakò at 

approximately the mid point of each half.

ïEvery player on the team who did not start the half should be 

sent in at the break point.

ïLook for an opportunity when the ball is naturally out of play ïa 

goal; a throw in; a goal kick; é then restart play where things 

were before the break.

ÅThe purpose of this break is to facilitate substitutions.

ïCoaches should know who is being substituted for who, and be 

prepared to make the change quickly.

ïThis is not a time for major coaching adjustments, snacks, é 

NO substitutions during quarters (ñon the flyò)
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Heading

Heading is an important element of the 

game for older players, but AYSO policy is 

that we do not allow U06, U07,U08, or U10 

players to deliberately head the ball.

NO HEADING U10 and below
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Concussion Awareness

ÅIf the referee sends a player off the field 

because they suspect a concussion, the 

player is NOT to return to the field that 

day.

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Player Registration Forms

ÅThe player registration forms give you the legal 

authority to seek medical attention in the event 

one of your players is injured during a practice 

or game

ïKeep the forms with you at ALL AYSO activities

ÅYou are only legally covered for players that are 

on your team roster

ïPracticing with another team is fine, just make sure 

the other coach is present with their teams forms

ïOnly players listed on your roster can play games
